The nhumber of pages you
may submit is limited to 8. (not including your official transcript).

2. Prepare your application in resume format, using the part numbers and
categories to head each section, see ‘Scholarship Guidelines’ page. Please do
not duplicate information in the categories. Select the category that best fits your
activity / involvement.

3. Place your full name and address (including city, state and zip code) plus phone
number on a cover page. Place your initials on the right hand corner of each
page submitted. Staple all sheets together.

4. The Palatine Chamber must receive completed applications no later than April
27, 2009.
